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With freezing temperatures during the harsh winter 
months ahead, we want to remind you of the importance 
of proper air system service and preventative maintenance. 

The air system is often neglected and forgotten until there is 
a problem. Good preventative maintenance will help get you 
through the cold winter months with fewer malfunctions.

Check your wet tank for moisture and other 
contaminants at least every 3 months. If you see 
sludge in your wet tanks, oil is getting through the air 
dryer into the downstream air system.

Check your compressor discharge line for restrictions 
including carbon at the compressor outlet. If you see 
carbon, replace the line.

Check your compressor discharge line to ensure there 
is a constant downward slope to the air dryer.

Change the air governor. 

For best results, if your dryer design gives you direct 
access to the desiccant cartridge, replace it annually.

If your truck has high air usage or if you replace 

desiccant cartridges often, this is also a good time to 
replace the purge valve.

Check the air dryer heater: A) for proper voltage to the 
heater, B) that it is properly grounded, most commonly 
to the frame rail and, C) that it is functioning properly.

it up with approved air brake anti-freeze. Never add air 
brake anti-freeze directly into air lines.

Inspect all manual drain valves. These are 
inexpensive and easy access so when in doubt 
replace. If you use automatic drain valves make 
sure they are functioning properly. Automatic drain 
valves expel contaminants from the tank and are 
highly susceptible to malfunction.

Check the full air system for excess air leakage.
